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The Doctrine of Scriptures
First scripture to memorize:  2 Timothy 3:16

I. God is a God who reveals Himself

I. The way He has chosen to reveal Himself is through the word (John 1:1)

I. The word is written in a book called the Bible

I. The word Bible comes from a Greek word meaning book

I. It is also called the scriptures

II. The scriptures are divided into two sections known as the old testament and the new testament

II. The word "testament" means "covenant"

II. This means that the old and the new testament is each a covenant which God made with His people

III. There are 66 books in the whole Bible

III. 39 books in the old testament

III. 27 books in the new testament

IV. The writers of the scriptures

IV. The Bible is one book but is written by at least 44 different men inspired by God

IV. It was written over a period of over 1500 years

IV. Many of the 44 authors never saw one another or knew one another, but the Bible still flows together as one book

IV. The authors of 11 of the books of the Bible are not known

IV. All the authors of the bible except Luke were Jews

IV. The 44 authors all came from different occupational backgrounds

IV. 2 kings                     7.  1 soldier

IV. 2 priests                   8.  1 tax collector

IV. 1 doctor                    9.  1 scribe

IV. 2 fishermen                10.  1 butler

IV. 2 shepherds                11.  1 pharisee

IV. 1 statesman

V. No errors in the Bible

V. The Bible contains no mistakes in it's original writings

V. In the original languages it was written in, it is absolutely infallible

V. 2 Timothy 3:16, 2 Peter 1:21

V. Because God inspired the scriptures, we can believe for ourselves that the scriptures are  without error

V. The Old Testament alone states 3808 times that the authors are speaking the very words of God

V. Jesus referred to many Old Testament persons and events bearing testimony to the authenticity and authority of it

V. Some examples:

V. Noah's ark - Luke 17:26,27; Genesis 6:5-13

V. The fact of the burning bush - Mk 12:26, Exodus 3:6,15

V. Jonah and the great fish - Matthew 12:40, Jonah

V. The heavens shut up in Elijah's day - Lk 4:25, 1 Kings 17:9

VI. The Bible is an unchanging revelation

VI. Much of people's uncertainty and unbelief in the Bible have come from so called scientists

VI. The word "science" simply means "knowledge"

VI. Science is constantly having to change its conclusions as fresh facts come to light each day

VI. Scientific textbooks only a few years old are now out of date while the Bible has not had to be altered for thousands of years, since it was written

VI. The Bible has never been proven wrong in any scientific fact

VI. The Bible is also right morally and spiritually

VI. The scriptures have influenced civilizations, transformed lives, and brought light, comfort and inspiration to millions

VI. It's still doing it today

VII. Symbols of the scriptures 

VII. These are objects in the Bible that are used like words to bring a picture to your mind.  They help you understand more

VII. Examples

VII. Mirror - James 1:23-25 (illustrates the revealing power of the word)

VII. Seed  - 1 Peter 1:23 (illustrates the word as life-giving)

VII. Lamp and light - Psalms 119:105 (illustrates the guiding influence of the word)

VII. Fire - Jeremiah 23:29 (illustrates the word as a consuming energy)

VII. Sword - Ephesians 6:19 (illustrates the word as a weapon)

VII. Milk (1 Pet 2:2), Meat (Heb 5:12-14), Bread (Mt 4:4) - illustrates the word as spiritual food

VIII. Conclusion

VIII. God wants us to know His Word; it is not a mystery

The Doctrine of God 

Second scripture to memorize:  Isaiah 44:6

I. Belief in God

A. Faith is a gift from God and it takes faith to believe in God

1. Romans 1:19-20 - The creation declares the Creator; therefore we are without excuse

2. Psalms 19:1 "The heavens declare the glory of God and the firmament (earth) shows His handiwork"

3. Romans 10:10 - Everyone of you used your faith to believe in God and accept Jesus into your heart

II. God is a spirit

A. John 4:24

B. You can't look for God in a physical way but in your spirit

C. The Bible says no man has seen God, but God did take upon Himself in Jesus a human form in order to become our redeemer which was Jesus

D. We can see God all around us

1. Psalms 19:1 "The Heavens declare the glory of God and the firmament (earth) shows His handiwork"

2. God's nature is all around us (example: the way the earth revolves around the sun)

III. God is the creator of heaven and earth - Genesis 1:1

IV. God is the one and only true God

A. Deuteronomy 4:35

B. Deuteronomy 6:4

C. Isaiah 44:6

V. God is infinite - Revelations 1:8

VI. God is perfect - Matthew 5:48

VII. God is personal

A. Many Christians and non-Christians today believe in God in a very impersonal way

B. They believe He created the heavens and the earth but they have no relationship with  Him

C. They don't believe He answers prayers or minds their sinful living

D. They do recognize Him as a supreme being in their lives

E. But God is personal

1. He does stand apart as an awesome creator, but at the same time He is a personal God who lives in each of us

2. He seeks fellowship with us

VIII. God is a jealous God

A. The Bible says we shall have no other gods before us - Exodus 34:14

B. He wants our time and attention focused on Him 

C. He should be your #1 priority each day

IX. God is omnipresent

A. God is everywhere all the time

B. 1 Kings 8:27b

C. Jeremiah 23:24

X. God is omniscient

A. This means God has all knowledge

1. Isaiah 55:8-11

2. God is not ignorant of anything in your life

a) Cannot hide actions or thoughts from God

b) You cannot hide sin from God

c) Repent and get rid of it

3. Acts 5:1-11

B. God is all-wise in His plans and purposes

1. He has perfect plans for our lives

2. We have free wills - Deuteronomy 30:19

3. When we line our wills up with God and His plans for us, we will fulfill what God has for us

XI. God is omnipotent

A. This means God is all powerful, but He will do nothing that is contrary to His nature or His word

B. You can see God's power in His created works (the world), the human body, and in unseen things

C. 2 Corinthians 4:18

D. The Church shows us God's omnipotence

1. Twelve ordinary disciples were used by God to turn the world upside down and begin His Church that is still alive and well 20 centuries later

XII. God is love - 1 John 4:8

XIII. God is light - 1 John 1:5

XIV. God is a Trinity

A. This means He is three in one -- God the Father, God the Son (Jesus), God the Holy Spirit

B. We need to understand the trinity

C. We've talked about God the Father--let's talk about the Son and the Holy Spirit

D. Jesus

1. He is God's son, reigning in Heaven 

2. He was sent to earth to become man to take away our sins and give us eternal life

3. Genesis 1:26 "He created man in their image"

a) Jesus and God were together then and they're together now

4. He was born of Mary, a virgin

a) The scriptures in the Old Testament revealed Jesus would be born through a virgin birth (Isaiah 7:14)

b) To deny the virgin birth is to deny the deity of Christ

(1) If Jesus had a human father, He could not have been the "only begotten" of the Father

(2) If Jesus had a human father, he would have been born with the sin of man.  To be a perfect sacrifice, he had to be sin free.  He had to become sin so we could receive redemption

c) To deny the virgin birth says that the Bible is unreliable

(1) If Jesus was not born of a virgin as recorded in Matthew and Luke, then we cannot trust what the Bible records of His death and resurrection and our faith would unfounded

5. He then suffered (our sin was put on Him - Romans 5:11-19), died, and rose again and is seated in heavenly places with God

a) He returned back to the place of deity with his Father

b) Romans 8:34 tells us He sits at the right hand of the God and intercedes for us

(1) That means He prays to the Father for us

E. Holy Spirit

1. John 14:16-17, 26

2. He has emotions, feelings, and personal actions

3. He loves, is grieved, and possesses a will

4. He speaks, testifies, teaches, intercedes, guides, commands, ordains, and works miracles

5. He was sent from God and Jesus

6. He is here to do the will of the Father

7. He is omnipresent and omniscient just like God - Acts 5:1-5

F. The trinity is shown when Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist - Matthew 3:16-17

1. When Jesus came out of the water, the Holy Spirit descended like a dove on Him

2. The voice of God came out of Heaven and said "This is my beloved son in whom I am well pleased"

The Doctrine of Man
Third scripture to memorize:  Ephesians 2:10

I. Psalms 8:4 - "What is man that You are mindful of him?"

A. Psalms 8:5-8

B. A creation of God - Genesis 1:27

C. Redeemed man is God's handiwork - Ephesians 2:10

D. Redeemed mankind is God's inheritance - Ephesians 1:18

II. Man was created by God

A. Not evolved from lower life forms such as an ape or  monkey

B. Genesis 1:27 

C. Genesis 2:7 

D. Psalms 139:14-16 

E. God spoke the animals into existence

1. God formed man out of the dust of the earth

2. God Himself breathed into man the breath of life

a) Every time we breathe it's a constant  reminder to us of how God breathed life into us

b) We live and move and have our being in God and because of God

F. Created in God's image

1. God is a spirit

a) We were created just like God, a spirit

(1) Our spirit is immortal just like God's

(2) When we have accepted Jesus as our Lord and Savior and die our spirit will return to heaven 

b) When God breathed life into us, we became a  soul

c) God formed out body out of dust and when we  die our body will return to dust because it is mortal

2. Man is a spirit; he has a soul, and he lives in a body - 1 Thessalonians 5:23

G. If God is all knowing, which we have learned that He is, and He knew by His foreknowledge that man would sin, then why did He create man?

1. We don't know the answer because it is not revealed in the scriptures

2. Some things God does not reveal to us

3. If He revealed all of His knowledge to us, our minds could not comprehend it all

H. Adam was the first man

1. He possessed tremendous knowledge and insight

2. Named all the creatures - Genesis 2:19

I. Conclusions about man's creation

1. Created by God

2. He alone of all the created beings received breath from God

3. Formed in God's image

4. Created for God's glory

5. Planned and designed in the council of the Trinity

6. Has been redeemed by Christ Jesus

III. Man is the only one of God's creatures that

A. Can create

B. Can innovate

C. Can choose as a free man

D. Able to reason

E. Able to communicate with God

F. Able to worship God

IV. Man has a conscience

A. The knowledge or sense of right and wrong, good or evil

B. We're instructed in the Word to walk after the spirit  and not after the flesh 

C. Mark 12:30

The Doctrine of Sin
(Understanding Sin and It's Consequences)

Fourth scripture to be memorized:  James 1:14-15

I. Sin is transgression against God's law

A. In order for sin to be sin there must be guilt attachedto it

1. In order for a person to sin he must know he has sinned

2. It must be the free act of a responsible person who understands the difference between right and wrong, good and evil

B. Romans 3:23

1. John 16:8-10 - It is the job of the Holy Spirit to convict us of sin through our conscience; the Holy Spirit convicts the world of their need for Jesus, to be right with God

2. Your conscience will nag you of the awareness of sin 

C. Man does not have to be taught to sin but how not to sin

1. Example:  raising children

a) Children don't need to be told how to do wrong; they already do this!

b) We train up our children to do the right  thing

II. God did not create sin - Job 34:10, 12

A. Sin originated with Lucifer - Ezekiel 28:16

1. Satan was Lucifer before he fell from heaven because of his sin of pride

2. Lucifer wanted to be like the most high God

3. This was a willful opposition to God

B. The origin of sin in the human race began with Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden

1. The only thing God had asked Adam and Eve not to do was eat of the fruit of the tree of knowledge of good and evil

2. Their God was asking a simple act of obedience

3. Genesis 3:1-6  

a) Satan started the process of temptation by  casting doubts on God's word and love

(1) He will always try to make sin (disobedience to God) look good but it always brings death and destruction

b) Verse 5 - Satan contradicted God's word

c) Verse 6 - Even gave into the lust of her eyes and followed her flesh instead of her spirit

(1) Her eyes saw the fruit on the tree as good

(2) She ate and then convinced Adam to eat

4. This was the act of the first human sin

C. The difference between Satan's (Lucifer) sin and man's  sin is that Satan sinned without any external temptation

1. No one tempted him

2. Adam sinned in response to a tempter (which was Satan) and a temptation (lust of the eyes "fruit good to look at" and pride of life (1 Jn 2:16) "I'll be like God")

III. This first sin by man became the seed of every sin among all men

A. Adam could have chosen to resist temptation

B. As a result of Adam's sin (he became conscious of his   sin), his attitude changed toward himself and Eve

1. They were ashamed they were naked and tried to cover themselves

2. They ran from God and tried to hide 

a) Ps 139:7 - impossible to hide sin from God

C. They did not want to face their sin

1. They blamed Satan for tempting them but they must blame themselves for yielding to the tempter just like we have to take responsibility for yielding to the tempter - Genesis 3:13

2. They blamed each other and then tried to blame God - Genesis 3:12

D. The consequence of man's sin was a curse--a curse on Satan, a curse on woman, a curse on man and a curse on  the ground - Genesis 3:14,16,17-19

IV. Consequences of sin

A. When the Bible talks about sinning, it uses different  expressions for sin

1. Transgressing

2. Missing the mark

3. Disobedience

4. Ignorance

5. Lawlessness

6. Wickedness

7. Iniquity

B. There is an unpardonable sin - Matthew 12:31, Mark 3:29

C. Three deaths are involved with sin

1. Physical death

2. Spiritual death

3. Eternal death

D. Sin is breaking God's law

1. God's law is given to reveal the holiness of God and to lead men to Christ

2. It points men to the cross of Christ as the only way of salvation

3. Unbelievers who do not come to Jesus for salvation are still being judged by the law

E. Adam's sin caused a curse for all mankind - past,  present, and future

1. Jesus dying on the cross frees us from that curse; past, present, and future - Romans 6:14, Galatians 3:13

The Doctrine of Salvation
Fifth scripture to be memorized:  1 Timothy 2:5

I. Salvation bridges the gap between God and man that man's sinhas made

II. God's plan of salvation is so simple that any man can grasp it's understanding and experience it's transforming power

A. It centers around one mediator - one who would go between God and sinful man

III. Provisions made through salvation

A. Death of Christ

1. Foreseen throughout Old Testament prophecies

2. Mentioned more than 175 times in New Testament

3. Matthew 20:28

a) Jesus came to earth as a man, died and through His death destroyed him that had the power of death, the devil

b) God can forgive us of our sins because the penalty has been paid by His son

4. John 3:16

5. Jesus is our:

a) Substitution - taking our place "He who new no sin became sin"

b) Atonement - a covering for our sins (2 Corinthians 5:21)

c) Propitiation - the turning away of wrath by asacrifice

d) Reconciliation - He reconciled us to God

e) Redemption - we are liberated from captivity,slavery and death

(1) Redeemed from the penalty (curse) of the Law - Gal 3:13

(2) Redeemed from the Law itself

(3) Redeemed from sin - Romans 6:14

(4) Redeemed from Satan's control - 1 John 4:4

(5) Redeemed from all evil

6. Christ died for

a) His Church, those believers who are the members of His Body - Ephesians 5:25, 1 Peter 3:18

b) The world - John 1:29

7. If Jesus died for the world, why isn't the whole world saved?

a) Man has a choice to believe by faith in His death and resurrection or not to believe - John 8:24, Deuteronomy 30:19

B. Resurrection of Christ

1. The death of Christ without the resurrection wouldnot be sufficient for salvation

a) If Jesus would have remained in the grave, His death would have been no more than a martyr's death

b) 1 Corinthians 15:14-15, 20-21

2. Jesus had a bodily resurrection

a) John 2:19-22  -  foretold by Jesus

b) Luke 24:29, John 20:27  -  His disciples feltHis hands and feet and pierced side

3. More than just a reversal of death

a) Eight incidents in the Bible where people whodied were raised from the dead, but they later died again

b) Jesus was raised from the dead but He didn't die again, but lives eternally - Hebrews 7:25

c) He suffered death so we would not

4. His empty tomb and grave clothes found by His disciples prove His body was resurrected

5. The disciples watched as He ascended into Heaven and a cloud received Him - Acts 1:1-7

6. He now sits at the right hand of the Father and  

a) Is our High Priest - Hebrews 4:14

b) Is the assurance of our access to God - 1 Timothy 2:5

c) Is the Head of the Church - Colossians 1:18

d) Has poured out the Holy Spirit on those who believe - John 14:16

e) Is preparing a place for us - John 14:2

f) Is returning again for us - John 14:3

7. There is no other name by which man may be saved - Acts 14:12

IV. Applications of the provisions

A. Repentance

1. A change of mind or purpose

a) A sincere and thorough changing of your mind in regard to sin

b) Involves a change of feeling and a change of purpose

2. Many who come to Christ want to receive the blessings and joy of their relationship with God without repenting and dealing with the sin in their life

3. Should be a real stirring in heart when brought face to face with your sin

a) Tears will sometimes accompany Repentance

b) This is called a Godly sorrow and worketh Repentance - 2 Corinthians 7:10

4. Being sorry you're caught in the act of sin is nottrue Repentance

5. Three voluntary acts will follow Repentance

a) Confession of sin - Psalms 38:18

b) Forsaking of sin - Proverbs 28:13

c) Turning to God - Isaiah 55:7

6. 2 Chronicles 7:14

7. John the Baptist preached Repentance in preparation for receiving Jesus - Mt 3:1-2

8. Jesus preached Repentance - Matthew 4:17

9. Peter and Paul preached Repentance - Acts 2:38, Acts 20:21

10. It's God's will for us to repent - 2 Peter 3:9

11. Repentance brings joy in Heaven - Luke 15:7, 10, 18-20

12. The story of Jonah

13. Fruit of Repentance

a) Confession of sin - Luke 18:13, 14

b) Making restitution for wrong whenever possible - Luke 19:1-9

14. Repentance and faith

a) Takes faith to repent as it takes faith to believe in God, Jesus's death and resurrection, and the word

B. New Birth - Mark 16:16, John 1:12, Romans 10:9-10, Acts 16:30, 33

1. Receiving Jesus in your heart and repenting and turning from sin brings

a) A new birth into your life - 1 John 5:1a

b) A cleansing to your life - cleansing your soul of it's old life - Titus 3:5

c) Makes you a new creation - 2 Corinthians 5:17

2. Because of the nature of man's first birth, a second birth is necessary

a) Natural man is dead in sins

b) Adam's sin is in all of us until we experience a second birth

c) Second birth brought about by believing the gospel and accepting Jesus as Savior

(1) It is not the covering over of sin but the removal of it as far as the east is from the west - Psalms 103:12

The Doctrine of the Holy Spirit
Sixth scripture to memorize:  John 16:7

I. The Holy Spirit is part of the Trinity

A. He has been in existence since the beginning with God

II. All divine workings in the Bible originate with God, are carried out by the Son and are brought to life by the Holy Spirit

A. All three persons of the Trinity work together to perform God's divine will

III. The Holy Spirit was directly involved with creating the world - Genesis 1:2

IV. The Holy Spirit convicts the world of their sin - Jn 16:7-8

V. The Holy Spirit had much to do with Jesus's human nature while He was on earth

A. Jesus was sent to the world by the Holy Spirit along with the Father - Isaiah 48:16-17

B. He was conceived in Mary's womb by the Holy Spirit

C. He was led into the wilderness by the Holy Spirit when He was tempted by the devil

D. The Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus when He was water baptized

1. This gave Him the power for ministry

2. Jesus said "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me to preach the gospel" - Luke 4:18

3. He was anointed with the Holy Spirit and power to heal the sick and cast out devils - Acts 10:38, Matthew 12:28

E. He was raised from the dead by the Holy Spirit - Romans 8:11

VI. The Holy Spirit has a vital part in our lives 

A. Jesus's baptizes us with the Holy Spirit - Matthew 3:11

B. When we are born again, the Holy Spirit comes to live in us - 1 Corinthians 6:19

1. He changes our stony heart into one of flesh

2. He changes our spirit so that we can receive the things of God

C. He baptizes us into the Body of Christ

1. This is different from being Baptized with the Holy Spirit with the evidence of tongues

2. This baptism equips us with power for service(we'll talk about it later)

D. The Holy Spirit continues to be an active agent in our progressive walk as a child of God

1. The world, flesh and devil are always present in a believer's daily walk

2. A believer can't keep himself righteous on his own strength but he is kept righteous on the strength of the Holy Spirit

E. The Holy Spirit is a person and he does everything for us today that Jesus did for His disciples when He lived here on earth

1. He guides us through life - Romans 8:14

2. He helps us pray - Romans 8:26, 27   Jude 20

3. He's our comforter - John 16:7

4. He's our helper 

a) We don't need help doing something for God that we can do ourselves

b) The Holy Spirit helps us do the things for God that are impossible for us to do on our own

5. He's a persuader

a) He persuades men to come to God and to teach and preach - John 14:26

6. He's our teacher

a) He teaches us the hidden meaning of God's word

b) He makes the word clear to you when you ask Him to

c) We need to ask Him to give us fresh revelation every time we read the Bible

d) When Jesus was still on earth, His disciples were always asking what a parable or scripture meant

(1) After the Day of Pentecost when they were filled with the Spirit, they became different

(2) They were able to comprehend the prophecies and scriptures that they couldn't  before that time

VII. The fruit of the Spirit

A. Galatians 5:22-23

B. The fruit of the Spirit is love.  The rest of the fruit are facets of love

C. It is the very heart of God being made manifest in the  believer that gives people the evidence of the Holy Spirit living within you

D. The Bible says we'll be known by our fruit - Matthew 7:20

1. This means our life should be overflowing from the Spirit inside us and we should show all the characteristics listed in Galatians 5

2. A Spirit-filled man can be distinguished by his fruit and a carnal man can be identified by his works (Galatians 5:19-21)  -  Psalms 1:3

3. Man can't produce the fruit of the spirit in his life, but when allowing the Holy Spirit to work in him, God produces the fruit to come out

a) This only takes place when you totally lay down your will to God

VIII. Baptism of the Holy Spirit

A. Reason for it:  so that we have the necessary spiritual power to carry on the ministry which has been committed to us - Luke 24:49,  Luke 3:16

B. It's the secret of the Church's power

C. It was the baptism of the Holy Spirit that gave the  miraculous growth to the New Testament church

D. It's possible to be a Christian and be baptized in the Holy Spirit and not have been baptized in water - Acts 10:43-48

E. The baptism of the Holy Spirit is not something to have but something to use in your life

F. Some Bible scholars say that the Holy Spirit was given to man on the day of Pentecost but there is no further  experiences of this type now

1. This is not true

2. The Bible does not say that after the day of Pentecost everything was fulfilled

3. Jesus was baptized with the Holy Spirit and performed great acts throughout the New Testament

4. The Bible tells us we'll do greater works--we need the baptism of the Holy Spirit like Jesus to do the works of Jesus

G. The baptism of the Holy Spirit gives us as believers

1. Power for service

2. Power for spiritual warfare

3. Power for overflow (you be so filled up with the Holy Spirit that you pour out on others)

4. Power for ability to do the works of Jesus

H. The baptism of the Holy Spirit is for every believer

I. There is an immediate evidence of receiving the baptism of the Holy Spirit

1. Speaking in tongues as the Spirit gives utterance Acts 2:4, 10:44-46

2. Do not seek after speaking in tongues but seek more after God and yield your spirit and tongue to Him and He will take care of the rest

3. You don't have to try to speak in tongues; it's a gift from God

a) As you begin to pray and yield your tongue to God, it begins to flow out of you

J. Other evidences of the baptism of the Holy Spirit

1. A deeper passion for souls

2. A greater power to witness

3. A new boldness in prayers

4. A deeper love for the word of God

The Doctrine of Divine Healing
Seventh scripture to be memorized:  1 Peter 2:24

I. Origin of sickness

A. Result of sin coming into the world 

B. Satan is the author - Acts 10:38, Luke 13:16, 

II. Healing is the will of God

A. One of His names is Jehovah-Rapha (Exodus 15:26) which  means The Lord your physician

B. Luke 5:12,13

C. 3 John 2

D. Divine healing in the Old Testament 

1. Exodus 15:25,26

2. Exodus 23:25

3. Psalms 105:37

4. Psalms 91:9,10

5. Psalms 103:2,3

6. Psalms 107:20

7. Proverbs 4:20-22

E. Jesus healed many during His earthly ministry 

1. Luke 13:11-17 - Woman bowed over

2. John 4:46-54 - Nobleman's son

3. Mark 1:29-31 - Peter's mother-in-law

4. Mark 5:25-34 - Woman with issue of blood

F. The twelve disciples were given power and sent forth to heal - Matthew 10:1-8

G. Others were sent out by Jesus to heal - Luke 10:1-9

H. Many healings are recorded in the Book of Acts, the  history of the early church

I. God is still healing divinely today - Malachi 3:6 (He changes not)

III. Jesus's death on the cross was not only for our sins to be  forgiven but for us to receive healing and live in divine  health - Isaiah 53:4-5, 1 Peter 2:24, Matthew 8:17

IV. Ways of being healed

A. Prayer of faith

I. The Bible speaks of three deaths

A. Physical death - when the spirit leaves the body

B. Spiritual death - separation from God

C. Eternal death - for those who have died physically without receiving Jesus

II. The intermediate state of a person between physical death and the Resurrection

A. The unbeliever

1. When unbelievers die they go immediately to a place called hell to await the  resurrection of judgment which will take place at the final judgment

2. At this time they will be judged by Christ and condemned to the Lake of Fire for eternity because of their unbelief while they lived on earth 

3. There are no scriptures to substantiate that you can pray for people to go to heaven after they die

a) The scriptures state that a person who dies without Christ goes to an eternal state of torment - 2 Thessalonians 1:7-9

B. The believer

1. When believers die they go immediately to be in the presence of Christ in a place called Heaven

2. Those who are alive when Jesus returns for the Church will meet Jesus in the air and be raptured into heaven

3. All saints will return with Jesus to rule with Him during His 1000 year reign on earth

4. The present heaven and earth will then be destroyed and a new heaven and earth and New  Jerusalem will come in which believers will live eternally

III. The Second Coming of Christ

A. John 14:2,3; Acts 1:11; Revelations 1:7

B. No one knows the day or hour He will return except God Matthew 24:36

IV. The 1000 Reign of Jesus

A. There is a period of 7 years called the Tribulation that will take place on earth at the last of this Age

B. At the end of that period a great battle will take place called the Battle of Armageddon and many will die

C. This will usher in Jesus's 1000 year reign on earth

1. Satan will be changed during this time and will not be able to harass anyone

2. Many people and nations who survive the Battle of Armageddon will come to know and accept Jesus during this time

3. It will be a time of great peace where even the lion and the lamb will sleep next to each other in peace

4. Those who had accepted Christ before His Second Coming will already have their glorified bodies and will rule with Jesus this time

5. At the end of this time Satan will be released "for a season" to try the faith of the those who have come to believe in Jesus during this time

6. He will deceive many into falling away

V. The Judgments

A. All men will stand before the judgment of God in order that His Righteousness may be vindicated - Hebrews 9:27

B. Judgment of  believers - two aspects

1. At the Cross - John 12:31,32

a) The believer pleads guilty, confesses his sin, and identifies with Jesus as substitute and savior

2. Judgment Seat of Christ

a) Not a judgment of condemnation but that of determining the believer's rewards - 1 Corinthians 3:13-15, 2 Corinthians 5:10

(1) Crown of rejoicing - 1 Thess 2:19,20

(2) Crown of righteousness - 2 Tim 4:7,8

(3) Crown of life - James 1:12

(4) Crown of glory - 1 Peter 5:4

C. Judgment of unbelievers - Great White Throne Judgment

1. The judge will be Jesus - Acts 17:31

2. The judgment is on the basis of works, but there is only one "work" or non-work that will condemn the the eternal state of the Lake of Fire and that is the "non-work" of not accepting Jesus as their Lord and Savior while they lived on earth

D. Judgment of Satan 

1. He will be cast into the Lake of Fire forever - Revelations 20:10
