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DIVINE HEALTH
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Topic 1:    HEALING IS GOD'S WILL
I. For you to be healed is the will of God

I. Is 53:3-6  -  Healing and salvation are both God's will

I. The Bible teaches healing is from God; God desires it for you: and you can have it now

II. Hosea 4:6  -  "My people perish for lack of knowledge"

II. Most Christians aren't healed because they don't know they can be

II. Ignorance and unbelief keeps a person from receiving his healing

II. You must not only believe in healing but also that it is for you

II. Your faith will never exceed your knowledge (Romans 10:17)

II. Your knowledge of the word will determine your faith level

II. You must know God's word and his provisions before you can receive them

III. You must believe healing is for you

III. Jas 1:6-8  -  a double-minded man receives nothing from God

III. Praying in unbelief is sin (Romans 14:23)

III. God is a God of faith and he can't honor your unbelief (Mark 6:5)

III. Someone praying and not receiving his healing does not altar God's word

III. 1 Jn 5:14-15  -  God's word is always true. If we ask according to His word, we know He hears us and will grant our request

III. God lives inside of us so we know He hears us    

III. The question is not does He hear us but are we praying according to His will?

III. God's will and His word are the same

III. When we ask according to what His word says we know we are asking in His will

III. Exodus 15:26   "I am the God that heals you"

IV. Sin and rebellion open the way to sickness and disease

IV. God did not get upset with the Egyptians for no reason--if Pharoah had allowed the Israelites to go free, God would have blessed him instead of destroying him

IV. Cancer is a form of rebellion

IV. It is normal cells rebelling against your body and creating abnormal cells of their own

IV. Actually all sickness and disease can be attributed to some form of rebellion or disobedience

IV. Sickness is an intrusion or invasion of your body and has no place there

IV. Before sin there was no sickness or disease

V. The condition of our spirit is the condition of our physical bodies

V. If our body and mind are under stress, our immune system is at its weakest point

V. A merry heart does good like medicine (Prov 17:22}

VI. God is a master designer and wants your spirit, soul, and body to function in unity and peace

VI. When you walk in the word, your mind is sound, your body is at peace, and you walk in health

VI. Gen 1:31  -  everything that God made is good including our bodies, and God is the same yesterday, today and forever (Hebrews 13:8)

VII. If God is always the same and He healed before, then it is His will to always heal

Topic 2:    HEALING IS IN THE ATONEMENT
I. God can and will heal you

A. Satan has built a stronghold in some Christians' minds that healing is not a part of Christ's atonement, but this is not true

II. Healing is as much a part of His atonement as forgiveness of sins

A. Romans 5:12  -  Our healing was purchased by Jesus by His death, burial, and resurrection just like forgiveness of our sins

B. Adam was born to live forever but because of his disobedience he died spiritually and physically

C. Is 52:14-15, 53:1-7  -  This describes Jesus's crucifixion long before it ever happened and in more detail than the Gospels

1. He bore our griefs and sorrows" means He carried our pain and sickness for us. Mt 8:16-17 which quotes Isaiah 53:4-5 agrees with this

D. God is willing to heal if we are willing to be healed

1. Some argue that healing stopped with the death of Jesus and His twelve apostles

a) If this were true, what about forgiveness, grace, and mercy, have they all stopped also?

b) 1 Peter 2:24  -  just as we received His righteousness for our sins, by His stripes we have received healing for our bodies

c) Psalms 103:2-3  -  these are both spiritual and physical

2. If God forgave sin and healed then why would He have stopped doing it now? (Deut 7:12-13,Heb 13:8)

III. Jas 5:14-15 - This is talking about a physical healing and it says if he has committed sin, it also will be 
forgiven. Again relating forgiveness of sins and physical healing together

IV. 1 Cor 11:23-32  -  When we partake of communion we are to remember what Jesus accomplished for us on the cross

A. The drink represents the shedding of His blood which was for the forgiveness of our sins (our spiritual healing)

B. The breaking of bread represents His broken body for our physical and emotional healing

C. The passage also says some died because they did not discern what communion meant

1. Many Christians today die before their time because they do not believe or understand God's provision for their healing

Topic 3:    JESUS REDEEMED US FROM SICKNESS
I. Gal 3:13-14  -  Christ has redeemed us from curse 
of the Law

A. Redeemed means to be bought back, to be delivered out from under bondage

B. Remember healing belongs to a Christian because it is just as much a part of the atonement as forgiveness of sin

1. If you don't doubt it's God's will to forgive sins, then you shouldn't pray for healing and add "if it be your will"

2. Healing is the will of God (Matthew 8:17), He, Himself, bore our sicknesses

3. Psalms 107:20  -  He sent His word to heal 

a) The word He sent to us is Jesus.  We have Jesus in us so we have healing in us also. They are one in the same

II. What is the curse of the Law?

A. Deuteronomy 28:15-68  -  all these curses will come on those who will not obey the law

1. Every kind of sickness and disease there is are included in the curse of the law

B. God made a covenant with the seed of Abraham and Christ is that seed

1. We are of Christ so we are also the seed of Abraham

2. Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law having become a curse for us because everyone that hangs on a tree (Jesus died on a cross made from a tree) is cursed (Galatians 3:13)

3. Jesus took our curse and gave us his blessings (Galatians 3:14)

4. This blessing is healing as well as forgiveness of sins (Isaiah 53:4-5, Matthew 8:17, 1 Peter 2:24)

TOPIC 4:    OUR COVENANT PROMISES HEALING  

I. Our covenant promises healing

II. Luke 13:10-16

A. The woman was bound by a spirit for 18 years

1. All diseases are not caused by a spirit but this one was

B. Jesus said, "Woman, you are free from your sickness." Then He laid hands on her and she was healed.  Jesus spoke of things that were not as though they were (Romans 4:17)

C. The officials were upset because Jesus healed on the sabbath.  He asked them if one of animals were thirsty would they not give it a drink?

1. Jesus called them hypocrites because they thought more of their animals than they did people

a) Mark 2:27  -  Jesus said the sabbath was made for man and not man for the sabbath

2. Jesus said the woman bound with the spirit was a daughter of Abraham therefore she should be released or healed of her sickness

a) We are also of Abraham through Jesus so we are also children of Abraham and heir to the same promises (Galatians 3:13-14)

D. Lu 13-16 says the woman was bound by Satan for l8 years

1. Sin and sickness came with the fall of Adam.  There was no sickness prior to Adam's sin

2. Just as sin came from Satan so did sickness

III. Gen 17:1 - I am God almighty (El Shaddai) the all sufficient one; Ex 15:26 - I am Jehovah Rapha, the God that heals you

A. Does this sound like a God that brings sickness?

B. Health and healing are directly related to our spiritual well-being (3 John 2)

IV. Ps 102:1-5, 91:9-10, Ex 23:25 - These are Old Testament (old covenant) promises & we have a better covenant (Heb 8:6-13)

A. Deuteronomy 28:1-14 are just some of the old covenant promises, so if we have a better covenant now, do you think we lost healing in the new one?

B. Isaiah 53:4-5 says He took our pain and sorrows and healed us by His stripes (this is speaking of Jesus and His death on the cross)

C. 1 Pet 2:24 tells us the same thing in the New Covenant (New Testament)

1. This shows us we are healed both by the old covenant and by the new covenant

V. Galatians 3:13-14  -  sickness is a curse of the law

A. Jesus has redeemed us from the curse of the law

B. Jesus has redeemed us from sin, sickness and poverty

C. We have the blessings of Abraham because we are Abraham's seed

1. Abraham wasn't blessed because he was a Jew. Abraham was a Gentile.  There was no nation called Israel until Jacob's name was changed (Gen 32:28)

2. Abraham was blessed because of his faith (Genesis 15:6)

3. God blessed Abraham's seed.  Jesus is Abraham's seed and we are of Jesus

4. As the descendants of Abraham through Jesus, we are heirs to all the blessings of Abraham plus those we have in Christ

TOPIC 5:  THE WORD IS HEALTH
I. Many Christians have strongholds in their minds about healing

A. 2 Corinthians 10:5-6  -  unless you change your thoughts, you may not get your healing

B. The word of God heals (Proverbs 3:5-8, 4:20-23)

C. God sent His word to heal us (Psalms 107:20)

D. The word of God should have priority over everything inour life

E. Hearing the word, believing it, and then acting on it produces healing

1. John 6:63  -  Jesus's words are spirit and life

2. Hebrews 4:12  -  The word is alive

a) It cuts you like a scapel, lays you open while the Holy Spirit cuts out the bad parts, then like a surgeon it sews you up and you are whole

F. The word of God is the most powerful thing in the universe and can defeat any enemy

1. Ps 138:2  -  God has exalted His word above His name

2. God's word will always remain true (Numbers 23:19, 1 Kings 5:8, Psalms 119, 89)

G. The word of God will heal in your life only to the degree that you believe in its integrity

1. If you can believe in the word of God, then you can receive from God all that you desire from Him

2. Jeremiah 1:12  -  God is watching over His word toperform it (Isaiah 55:10-13)

II. John 8:31-32  -  It is the truth that sets us free and the word of God is truth

A. To be free we need to understand what Jesus did for us on the cross

1. We need to know who we are in Christ

2. We need to know what we are in Christ

3. We need to know what we have in Christ

B. When we know all these things then we will be free and they are all found in the word 

TOPIC 6:    JESUS IS THE HEALER
I. Malachi 3:6  -  I am the Lord that doesn't change

A. This means that if God has ever healed, then He is still healing

B. Malachi 4:2  -  The Son of Righteousness (Jesus) will rise with healing in His wings

II. 1 John 3:18 tells us Jesus came to destroy works of devil

III. Acts 1:8  -  we are witnesses unto God

A. This means that we are to do what He would do if He were here

1. We have taken the place of Jesus now that He is at  the right hand of the Father

2. Acts 10:38  -  Jesus went about healing all that were oppressed of the devil (all sicknesses come from the devil and they oppress)

IV. Exodus 23:25 - God told His people He was their Lord and He would take sickness away from them

A. Remember Hebrews 8:6 says our new covenant is better than the old one

B. We have better promises

1. We are our own priests and can go into the Holy of  Holies ourselves

2. We have the word in us, which is Jesus

3. We have the Holy Spirit in us and this is the same  power that raised Jesus from the dead

4. Jesus gave us all His power and authority over the power of the enemy (Matthew 28:18-20, Luke 10:19)

V. Our body designed by God to heal self of sickness & disease

A. When you are tuned to God, it works

1. A merry heart does good like medicine (Prov 17:22)

B. When you are tense and have bitterness it affects your chemical balance and can affect our health

VI. Matthew 9:32-38  -  Jesus came preaching, teaching, and healing all who were oppressed by the devil

A. Everybody you pray for isn't going to get healed (Mark 6:5)

B. God has provided for everyone to get healed, but whether they get healed or not depends on them

1. Unbelief, ignorance, fear, unforgiveness--any of these keep a person from getting healed

C. Our approach to healing should be that God has provided  for healing; we should pray for those who are sick and let God do the rest

1. We don't quit praying for salvation because someone doesn't get saved; we shouldn't quit praying for healing because someone doesn't get healed

D. We should pray for a person's healing because God tells  us to, not because people are healed

TOPIC 7:    JOB'S PROBLEMS
I. Job loved God and had a heart for God

II. He lived in the time of Abraham and was a very wealthy man

III. Job 1:1  -  should say "Job was a good man", not a "perfect" man

A. Job was human just like everyone else (Romans 3:23)

B. Job was far from perfect, but he shunned evil

IV. Job 1:6-12  -  here we have a look into the spiritual realm

A. Satan is the one trying to bring Job trouble

1. God was not Job's problem, the devil was

B. We also see that Satan is not omnipresent like God; he can only be in one place at a time

C. Job 1:8  -  God asks Satan if he had considered God's servant, Job; he was a man who was upright, feared God, and shunned evil

D. Job 1:9-11  -  Satan states that God had put a hedge of protection around Job and if God removed that hedge Job would curse God

1. God had a hedge around Job, but it was Job's responsibility to maintain that hedge (he was to do this by trusting God and speaking his trust)

V. Job 3:25  -  Job states the thing he greatly feared came on him

A. What was Job afraid of and what happened as a result?

1. Job 1:4-5  -  Job's sons and daughters were sinning and Job was offering up sacrifices for them

2. Job's problem was not the sacrifices; it was the fact he was offering them continually

a) By doing this he was showing he had no trust in God but allowed his natural feelings of feat to rule him

b) This is the same as if you would go to the altar every Sunday to be saved because you didn't believe God saved you the first time. Job had no faith in his sacrifices (God's provision for sin in the Old Testament)

3. The result:  his sons and daughters were killed

a) Job 1:21  "The Lord gives and the Lord takes away"

b) This was not truth; the Lord gave but Satan took away and Job allowed him entrance because of his fear

c) God did not let the hedge down on Job, Job let the hedge down by fear and unbelief

4. Job's fear and confession was that what happened to him would happen

a) Had Job not feared these things and confessed them, the hedge would have remained up and protected him

B. Job 7:5-11  -  Job wasn't sure of anything at this time--he sees his condition as hopeless

1. Hebrews 6:11  -  God rewards those who believe and  diligently seek Him

C. Job had lost his children, prosperity, and health

1. Unlike Abraham, Job didn't understand God

2. But through his experience of nine months of affliction, he began to understand God and repented of his pride (thinking he knew more than he really did), his unbelief, and his fear

D. Job 42:10  says that God healed Job and not only restored everything but doubled it

VI. John 10:10  -  the devil is the one who comes to steal, kill  and destroy, not God

A. He sent Jesus that we might have an abundant life

VII. James 1:13-17  tells us God doesn't tempt anyone; we're tempted by our own desires and imaginations

A. Satan can only work in our lives where we give him place; God doesn't allow him to, we do

B. It is up to us to have faith in the word and act on it

1. God has given us the authority

2. This is how we keep our hedge up and under the divine protection of God

C. We can suffer all kinds of problems that are not the will of God and God will use the circumstances to help us grow, but we can grow without sickness, poverty, pain, sorrow, or anything else Satan can put on us

VIII. There was no sickness until Adam sinned; sickness came after  the fall

A. When we read about the fall of Adam, we find that Satan  was in the garden

B. It was Adam's job to keep him out.  The fact Satan was in there tells us Adam wasn't doing his job which was to tend the garden and take care of it

IX. If God is the God that heals, why would he give us sickness or allow Satan to do it?

A. To be consistent, God can only do one thing and that is  to heal

B. God heals; Satan destroys

C. God doesn't tempt; Satan and our desires cause us to go  astray

D. God is not like a man to lie; God is the healer yesterday, today, and forever

TOPIC 8:     PAUL'S THORN IN THE FLESH
I. 2 Corinthians 12:1-10

A. Paul's thorn was not a sickness or disease but a messenger sent to buffet him

B. Numbers 33:50-55  -  "pricks in your eyes", "thorns in your sides"

C. Joshua 23:6-13  -  "scourges in your sides", "thorns in your eyes"

1. These words in Hebrew are the same as "thorn in the flesh" in Greek.  They are idioms meaning to resist or harass

D. The Greek word for messenger also means angel 

E. This messenger was an angel sent by Satan to harass Paul wherever he went

F. Why didn't God remove it?

1. 2 Corinthians 12:9 "My grace is sufficient for you"

2. Grace is God's power and ability to do the things God has called us to do

3. By not removing the angel, God compelled Paul to rely on God's strength and not his own

G. Acts 16:16-34  -  Paul allowed the power of Jesus to dwell upon him when he was beaten and thrown into prison and sang praises at midnight.  As a result, he was set free and the jailer was saved

1. This all happened because Paul remembered - 2 Corinthians 12:9

II. Some of Paul's harassments:  Acts 27:11-14,  2 Cor 11:23-33

A. Paul is a living testimony of God's victorious power of Satan

B. Paul never once mentioned he was sick or diseased

C. When you read the Book of Acts you can see that people were stirred up against Paul for no apparent reason

1. He hadn't preached to them or even met them (Example:  Acts 19:23-41) but the angel of Satan stirred up the people before Paul even arrived)

D. He suffered persecution for the Gospel's sake and in so doing brought glory to God

III. Paul's thorn, therefore, was not sickness and should not be used as an excuse for sickness to be allowed on your body

A. God can use sickness to bring Him glory but that doesn't mean He is the cause of it

B. He just takes something Satan has meant for harm & destruction & turns it around for His purpose & glory

C. God does not cause sickness and then heals it.  God doesn't change.  He can't be the destroyer one minute and the healer the next

D. Satan brings sickness; God heals it

E. It takes faith from us to believe Him for our healing

TOPIC 9:     THE DISCIPLES OF JESUS HEALING MINISTRY
I. Mt 10:1-8, Mk 6:7-13 tells us Jesus gave His twelve disciples authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out and heal every disease and infirmity

II. Lk 10:9-10,17-20 - Jesus gave power and authority to the seventy disciples to do the same

III. In Acts 3:1-10 we see Peter using authority and power in Jesus's name, after He died and was resurrected, to heal a man of lameness

IV. Mt 28:18-20  -  Jesus gives power and authority to all His disciples, both those who lived when He did and all His followers thereafter to heal the sick

V. Everything mentioned in the Bible that Jesus did and the disciples talked about in the New Testament did, we also today have the authority and power to do because we, too, are Jesus's disciples

VI. Jn 15:1-11 - When abide in vine, Jesus living in us and we are able to do the things He would do in the same situation

A. Peter had no more power in him than we have in us

B. He believed and acted upon what the Holy Spirit told him; when we believe and act upon what the Holy Spirit tells us, we will get the same results

C. When we live in the vine, we will produce fruit because we draw our power from the vine not ourselves

1. The power of God dwells in us in the Holy Spirit but if we don't believe it and act on it, then it really doesn't matter

VII. Acts 9:36-41 - Peter put those in unbelief out of room & prayed for direction. When received it, told dead girl to rise

A. Need to hear from the Holy Spirit the same as Peter did

B. Peter didn't decide to raise up the dead girl on his own, he waited until he heard from God

VIII. When we walk with God we will produce fruit because we draw our life from Him

A. Called of God & separated from world to do His will

B. Healing is the will of God; we are to go and heal the sick and diseased just as Jesus did

C. The same power that raised Jesus from the dead is within each of us.  This power is the Holy Spirit

1. The power of the Holy Spirit is the same that restored the earth in Genesis 1:2 when He hovered over the waters

IX. Each of us is an extension of God on earth, and when we yield our members to Him to use, God will accomplish His will on earth today

A. God can only accomplish His purpose on earth today as the body of Christ submits itself  to the leading of the Holy Spirit within us

TOPIC 10:     LAYING ON OF HANDS
I. Mk 16:17-18  -  These signs shall follow those who believe:

A. In His name, they shall cast out demons

B. They shall speak with new tongues

C. They shall pickup serpents; it shall not hurt them

D. If they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them

E. They shall lay hands on the sick and they shall recover

II. Don't confess trouble, problems, or circumstances.  If you do they will follow.  You are confessing words of the devil, not God

III. Mark 16:17  -  in the name of Jesus

A. We have the power of God to perform healing

B. We have this power all the time--in church, on the streets, in the metro, in public places--all the time 

C. When we use our hands for healing, we are an extension of Jesus's hands.  It is the resurrection power of Christ that flows through our body and hands to the sick

IV. You must have a sincere desire to heal the sick

A. You must be dead to self and alive to Christ

B. Draw near to God, get close to Him, learn of Him

C. Don't worry about what people will say about you

D. You have nothing to lose because you have already been bought with the blood of  Jesus

E. We can communicate the love of God when we lay hands on people and they are healed

V. Luke 4:18-19  -  Jesus was anointed by God to:

A. Preach the Gospel

B. Release the captive

C. Give sight to the blind

D. Free those who are downtrodden

E. Proclaim the favorable year of the Lord

1. We receive the same anointing when we are called of God

2. Believe that what you do is going to work

VI. Mark 5:35-40

A. Jesus removed the unbelievers that laughed

B. He took the mother and father of the child and the three strong believing disciples with Him into her room

C. He layed hands on her (touched her) and she rose from the dead

VII. Mark 7:32-35  -  Jesus put his fingers in the man's ears, spit and touched his tongue with the saliva, and the man was healed

A. We need to listen to the Holy Spirit for directions and do what He tells us to do

VIII. John 14:12  -  We can do greater things

A. Jesus was limited to one place at a time

B. The body of Christ is worldwide

C. Picture God as a power source, yourself as a light switch and the sick as a light bulb

1. All the power is from God.  The power is within you through the Holy Spirit

2. As you turn on the switch (by using the name of Jesus and laying on your hands) the power flows through you and heals the sick

IX. God heals the sick so that their faith will rise to be saved. If they're already saved, so that their faith will rise to do miracles

A. When you are praying for the sick give testimonies of others who have been healed, delivered, etc. so that their faith will increase

B. Say "Jesus is in me, so if Jesus healed the sick, I can heal the sick."

X. God does not desire that you be sick

A. Speak to the mountain

B. Healing of cancer:  "Devil, I bind you in the name of Jesus, and by the power of God, I cut all your power off!  You evil, foul spirit of cancer, you come out of (person's name) right now!

XI. Jesus never prayed for the sick; He layed hands on the sick

A. Mark 16:18  -  They will lay hands on the sick and they will recover

1. Lay your hands on the sick and command sickness to leave in Jesus name

2. You must speak with authority and never doubt that what you speak will happen (Mark 11:23-24)

a) Example:  A headache is sometimes a spirit. There was a lady who would get a headache every time she sat down to read her Bible.  She laid hands on her head and would say, "Out in the name of Jesus!" It would leave.  But not all headaches are caused by a spirit

XII. Satan will try to talk you out of your healing

A. Healings are not always instant.  They may take 5 minutes, 5 days, 5 months.  John 8:44 - Satan is a liar and will say you are not healed

B. You must believe God and not the devil

1. Psalms 107:20   "He sent His word and healed them"

2. Psalms 118:17   "I shall not die but live and declare the works of God"

C. Don't do foolish things that may harm you

1. Don't throw your medicine away or advise someone else to unless the doctor says it is okay after the healing is confirmed

2. Don't throw crutches or canes away unless the healing is complete

XIII. Don't limit God

A. Put your faith in action as you lay hands on (faith is now - Hebrews 11:1)

B. When you are prayed for, do something you couldn't do before (move a hand, arm, leg, etc.).  If they do not move right away, don't say you did not receive your healing.  It may come a little later.  Saying you're not healed at this time will nullify your healing

C. Faith in action will produce results.  Continue to confess God's word.

D. When you are healed, stand on the word

1. Don't say "I think so", "I hope so", or "It feels all right now".  If God has healed you then believe it and confess it.  You can actually lose a healing by doubting it

XIV. Remember --  when God uses you as vessels to heal someone, the work is done by the person of the Holy Spirit and God is to get the glory

TOPIC 11:     ANOINTING WITH OIL, INTERCESSORY PRAYER, PRAYER CLOTHES
I. ANOINTING WITH OIL     (James 5:13-15)

A. Oil is symbolic of the Holy Spirit

B. If you are baptized in the Holy Spirit you do not need oil to pray for the sick

C. Mark 6:12-13  -  Oil is for those not baptized in the Holy Spirit.  They anoint with oil (which represents he Holy Spirit) and they pray for the sick in the name of Jesus

D. We are healed by the Spirit of God and the power of God's Spirit is on those baptized in the Holy Spirit

E. Jesus said "You do it!"  Mark 16:17-18  -  they shall lay hands on the sick and they shall recover

1. Prayer is generally asking God to do something but in Mark 16 Jesus did not tell us to pray.  He told us to be the vessel of healing by laying on of hands

F. If a person does not have the baptism of the Holy Spirit, the enduement of power, then he has the authority of the word of God to ask God to heal and He will

II. INTERCESSORY PRAYER    (Mark 8:7-13)

A. The healing power of God traveled the distance to heal the centurion's servant

1. God's power is not limited by any distance

2. The power is in speaking the word and believing God to perform what you speak

B. Everyone is called to intercessory prayer

III. HEALING THROUGH PRAYER CLOTHES     (Acts 19:11-12)

A. When a believer lays hands on a piece of cloth or anything of your choice, the anointed power of God is on that item.  It is a point of contact to release the healing power of God

1. If Paul did it, so can you

2. It is the same God that performs the healing and Jesus is the same yesterday, today, and forever

B. Examples:

1. A husband was saved by placing one under his pillow (or it could be placed under his mattress)

2. A grandmother in England sent one to her grandson who was born with a waterhead and no hip sockets. The healing was confirmed by doctors.

TOPIC 12:     CASTING OUT DEMONS
I. Casting out demons is extremely interesting, exciting, full of suspense and action, but also dangerous

A. Not dangerous to you but you can become so demon conscious that you put your attention on demons and not Jesus

B. Casting out demons was only part of Jesus's ministry, asmall part, and not His whole ministry.  It shouldn't be yours either

C. Jesus cast out demons, healed the sick, and taught and preached the Gospel.

II. Mk 16:17 - You have a duty and obligation to cast out demons

A. Mt 28:28  -  Jesus gave us His power and authority to cast out demons

B. John 4:4  -  Greater is He that is in you than he that is in the world (the devil)

C. The demons know whether you have the power to cast them out (Acts 19:14-16)

D. We can bind Satan in the name of Jesus (Matthew 12:29)

1. This removes the demon power because he gets his power from Satan

III. There are times when casting out demons may not complete the job.  You may have to have God perform a miracle after the spirit is removed

A. Example:  A spirit of inheritance was cast out which caused 14 of 24 children to be deaf, but one boy had no eardrums so a creative miracle was prayed for him and he received two new eardrums

1. A spirit of inheritance is caused by a generation curse, a curse that has been in a family for more than one generation

IV. You don't have to have all the spirits name themselves

A. Mark 5:1-17  -  Jesus cast out a legion (about 3000 demons) with one command

B. This doesn't mean they won't try to name themselves and will even do it.  This happened on one occasion in the Bible.  You can tell them to be quiet and just leave

V. Most incurable diseases are caused by spirits 

A. Lk 6:19, Mk 6:56, Acts 1:8, Mk 5:25-34

B. Cancer is also considered a spirit and must be  commanded to come out of a person

VI. Yelling, screaming, speaking in tongues doesn't cast out demons.  You do it with the authority given you in the name of Jesus, not with lung power

A. Speak in tongues before in preparation to casting out demons.  This builds you up (Jude 20)

B. Keep open to the leading of the Holy Spirit; He may give you wisdom as to what the spirit is, etc.

VII. Don't minister to the opposite sex unless you are  accompanied by your spouse or someone of the same sex

VIII. Sicknesses that can't be determined by a doctor may be caused by evil spirits

IX. Born again, spirit-filled Christians can't be possessed by evil spirits but they can be oppressed by them

A. There are two spirits that are trying to get you to follow them--the Spirit of God and the spirit of Satan

B. You determine by your will which one you will follow

1. Evil spirits attack your mind as well as your body (2 Corinthians 10:3-5)

2. The strongholds are in our minds and we put them there (our thoughts).  We can pull them down

C. Your attitude can allow evil spirits a way into your life

1. If you are caught up in yourself this can cause depression and you become anxious in your spirit

2. This will give place to the devil (Ephesians 4:27)

3. You can't hold grudges, have unforgiveness, bitterness, hatred, or prejudice
 (Example: Arthritis is caused by unforgiveness. If the person deals with his unforgiveness, then commands arthritis to go, he will be delivered and healed

X. Deliverance must be ministered with love

TOPIC 13:     SIX BIBLICAL REASONS WHY WE SHOULD EXPECT HEALING TODAY
I. God used to heal the sick and He is unchangeable

A. Old Testament  -  God was man's healer

1. Exodus 15:26

2. Exodus 23:25

3. Psalms 103:3 - God is still forgiving sins and healing diseases or He is not the same God He used to be

4. Psalms 105:37

a) None were feeble while the Israelites spent 40 years in the wilderness because God was healer

b) None who died in the wilderness died of sickness so we don't have to be sick to die. They died because their body wore out

5. Psalms 107:20

B. New Testament  -  God was man's healer through Jesus

1. Mt 9:35  -  Jesus preached and healed publicly

2. Mark 6:12-13  -  Jesus gave power to His disciples to heal also

C. Malachi 3:6, Hebrews 13:8  -  God doesn't change; He's the same yesterday, today and forever

II. Jesus died for our sicknesses as well as our sins

A. Is 53:3-6 - "griefs" in Hebrew can also be translated "sickness"; "sorrow" in Hebrew can also be translated "pain"

1. Matthew 8:17  quotes Isaiah 53:4 and uses the words "infirmities" and "sicknesses"

B. If we are to accept that Jesus went to the cross as an atonement for our sins, then we also have to believe He went to the cross as atonement for our sicknesses

III. All sickness comes from Satan and Jesus came to destroy the works of Satan

A. James 1:17  -  Is sickness and disease a good gift? Then, it could not come from God because only good gifts come from God

B. John 10:10  -  The thief is the devil

C. Acts 10:38  -  All the diseases and afflictions Jesus healed on earth were caused because Satan had gotten lordship either over the person afflicted or their ancestor

D. Heb 2:14 - Isn't sickness one way Satan causes death?

E. 1 Jn 3:8 - Is sickness the result of the devil's work? Yes!  Then, Jesus died to destroy (annul the power of) sickness

IV. The Holy Spirit who did all of Jesus's miracles and raised Him from the dead is still here today with all His power 

A. Jn 14:16 - The Holy Spirit will abide with us forever

B. Acts 10:38  -  The Holy Spirit gave Jesus power to heal

C. Acts 1:8  -  We receive power (the same power Jesus had) when the Holy Spirit comes on us

D. Rom 5:18,19 - Holy Spirit worked all of Paul's miracles

E. Since the same Holy Spirit who did all of Jesus's and Paul's miracles is still here today in us, why should we not expect Him to heal the sick today, both our own bodies and through us heal others?

V. The Great Commission statement and God's direct command in James 5:14

A. Mark 16:17-18  -  This is a direct command from Jesus that His followers should pray for the sick and expect Him to heal them

B. James 5:14-15  -  "call" means summon so this is also a direct command from God

1. The word "save" in Greek is the word Jesus always used when He healed the sick (Matthew 9:22, Mark 6:56, Mark 10:52, Luke 8:48)

2. The prayer of faith means not only the faith of those praying but also the faith of the one needing healing

VI. Because of His promises, the fulfillment of which depend on our faith

A. Matthew 18:19  -  Does anything asked include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer

B. Matthew 21:22  -  Does all things asked in prayer, believing, include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer

C. Mark 11:22-24  -  Do what things you desire when you pray include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer

D. John 14:13-14  -  Does what you ask in my name include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer

E. John 15:7  -  Does you shall ask what you will include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer

F. John 3:22  -  Does this include sickness?  Then Christ is our healer because God is not a respector of persons.  What he did for John, He'll do for us under the same conditions

G. James 5:14-15  -  Do you believe the Book of James is inspired by God?  Then obey James 5:14 and believe Christ is our healer

TOPIC 14:     HOW TO WALK IN DIVINE HEALTH
I. It takes 13 times more energy to frown than it does to smile

A. What is inside of you shows outwardly.  We need to change the inside in order for the outside to change

B. Proverbs 15:13, Proverbs 17:22

II. Obedience leads to divine health (Deuteronomy 28:1-15)

A. Diligently obey the Lord and He will set you high above all the nations

B. All blessing shall come upon you

C. The Lord will cause your enemies to be defeated

D. You will prosper in everything you do

E. He will establish you as a holy people

III. Disobedience leads to sickness (Deuteronomy 28:15)

A. If you don't obey the law, all these curses will come on you

B. You choose health or sickness (Proverbs 4:20-23)

1. Flow with God's word

2. Proverbs 23:7

IV. God is sovereign

A. He can do what He wants, when He wants, and to whomever He wants

B. God wishes for you to walk in divine health

C. If you give your best, God will see to it you get His best

V. God is a disciplinarian

A. He expects you to do your part and He will do His part

B. God loves you and when He commands you to keep His word, it is for your benefit, not His (Proverbs 3:8)

C. If you line your life up with the word of God, then God's word can line up with you

D. Psalms 128  -  Fear the Lord and walk in His ways

1. You shall eat the fruit of your hands

2. It will be happy and well with you

3. Your wife will be a fruitful vine

4. Your children will be like olive plants

5. You shall be blessed

6. You will have prosperity all the days of your life

7. You shall see your children's children

8. You will have peace

E. Exodus 15:26  -  Give earnest heed to His voice

1. Do what is right in His sight

2. Give ear to His commandments

3. Keep all of His statutes

4. You will have none of these (Egyptian) diseases

5. God is your healer

TOPIC 15:     IF HEALING IS FOR TODAY, WHY AREN'T ALL CHRISTIANS
HEALED?
I. If healing is for today, why aren't all believers who ask healed?

A. 1 Corinthians 11:29-30

1. "for this cause" (because a person doesn't understand the significance of the bread and wine in communion) many are weak, sickly, and die prematurely

B. Ex 12:7-8  tells us the Israelites put the blood of the first Passover lamb on the doorposts to save themselves from the wrath of God and that God commanded them to cook the flesh of the lamb and eat it for their own physical benefits

C. 1 Cor 5:7, 1 Pet 2:24  -  If Christ is our Passover Lamb, His blood was shed to save us from the wrath of God through forgiveness of our sins and His flesh was bruised and broken for our physical benefits 

II. Did Jesus die for all sinners?  Are all sinners saved?  Why aren't all sinner saved?  Because they refuse to meet God's conditions (John 1:12,13, John 3:16, 18, 36, John 5:24, Romans 10:9-10).  The same with healing

A. Conditions of healing:

1. John 3:22  -  surrender 100% to God

2. Psalms 66:18  -  our hearts must be pure

3. 1 Cor 6:19,20; Rom 12:1 - our bodies belong to God and we must use every part in a way that is well pleasing to Him and for His glory

4. You must expect it by faith (Heb 11:6, Rom 10:17)

III. Believing sickness and pain are sent by God to make a person submissive to Him.  The teaching is false based on Heb 12:6

A. This person can't pray the prayer of faith because he believes God wants him sick for His purposes

1. He says maybe God doesn't want to heal me yet

2. James 1:7

3. 1 Thessalonians 4:3

IV. Asking for healing with "if it be Thy will"

A. Every promise given in the Bible is God's will

B. Many places it states God wishes you healed and not sick
