A. II Corinthians 4:3‑4

1. People are blinded to the truth of the gospel by the god of this age (devil)

2. Blinded by lies - John 8:44  ... the devil is a liar & the Father of lies

3. The devil does not want people who are not saved to find out about the truth ‑ so he blinds them with lies

4. In a room that is dark you are unfamiliar ‑ try to find the light switch

a) grope around trying to find your way

b) like you were blind, or had a blind fold on

c) way people are that are unsaved

B. Some of the things that blind people to the truth:

1. "Wisdom" of men - (Human "knowledge")--I Cor 3:19 ‑ "intellectuals"

2. "Religion" - Doctrine & religious traditions

a) Exalted above gospel of Jesus

b) Cults, false religions

c) Pagan religions

3. Bondages - Alcohol, drugs

4. Fear

a) past failures, rejection, etc.

b) do not feel like God can love them

c) ("unworthy" of God)

d) fear of  people, government, etc.

5. Pride - "I am right, so everyone else must be wrong"

a) refuses to listen to someone else

b) Pride in Self ‑ abilities, finances, position, power,etc.

c) Can not admit that he needs God

6. Doubt & Unbelief - From parents, school teachers, national leadership, newspapers, "friends", etc.

7. These things that blind people to the truth: Keep them in darkness & Believing lies

C. Called STRONGHOLDS - II Corinthians 10:3‑5

1. Stronghold = fortified / well guarded castle; place that is difficult to conquer

2. Imaginations: Reasoning, thoughts ‑ From Greek word  ‑ "to think on"‑ meditate, dwell on

3. Strongholds / Imaginations ‑  built in the mind by people meditating, dwelling on, lies that the devil has planted there to keep them blinded to the truth!

D. So WHAT are we to do about them?

1. Fight the spiritual warfare ‑   II Corinthians 10:3‑5

a) War against them

b) We have weapons of warfare

c) We are to cast these things down

d) Ephesians 6:12

(1) Battle in the spirit realm

(2) God of this age has blinded people with lies.

e) Ephesians 6:17‑18

(1) Sword of the Spirit (Word of God)

(2) Praying always....
(3) Need to have your armor on for battle

(a) Ephesians 6;11, 13‑17(a)--No holes in your armor (un-repented sins)

(b) We must be committed / have persistence--have endurance (Hebrews 10:35‑36)

2. Keep your focus on God's promises ‑ pray for His will to be done:

a) His will is for all men to be saved & come to the knowledge of the truth! (I Timothy 2:4)

b) Pray for the blind eyes to be opened so they can see the truth

c) Pray for God to give you the words to speak to them

d) Pray for doors to be opened ‑ for opportunities to be able to share Jesus

3. Do not allow yourself to become discouraged by what seems like a lack of results:  II Corinthians 4:18

a) Galations 6:9 " And let us not grow weary  while doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose heart."

E. God needs you  ‑  to pray & intercede for the people that do not know Jesus

1. Blinded by the lies of the devil

A. Matt 28:19

1. Nations in Greek = race, tribe, people--"of the same habit"

2. Not defined by

a) geographical boundaries

b) political ideology

c) Examples:

(1) Chinese people in Mexico (still Chinese)

(2) German people in Argentina (still German)

(3) Vietnamese people in America (still Vietnamese)

(4) American people in (your country) (still American)

3. No matter where they go ‑ still the same race, tribe, people

a) of the same "habit"

b) language, custom, traditions, etc.

B. Unreached People Groups Defined:

1. Have not heard

a) has not been proclaimed to them in an understandable way

b) no one has told them

c) Romans 10:14

(1) may be a "hard" place, so no one has gone there

2. Have heard, but have not responded

a) Romans 10:9‑10

b) Not only have to hear, must act on what has been heard

c) Hebrews 3:19    doubt & unbelief

(1) strongholds/imaginations ‑ lies from devil

(2) need more prayer & intercession

3. The people group does not have a church:

a) self‑supporting: not requiring outside missionary support & guidance

b) may be "in training", etc.

c) One that has stabilized & is beginning to reach out to those around them:

(1) do work of the ministry (share the gospel, feed the poor, beginning to support missionaries in other countries, etc.)

4. The people group does not have the Word of God translated into their own tongue.

a) Acts 2:6‑8

5. Word of God may be translated, but may not be readily available

a) people predominately illiterate

b) Bible distribution/possession illegal   (China, etc.)

C. OVERALL ‑  "Unreached" People Group

1. People group in which there are not enough believing Christians and/or resources to evangelize this group without outside (cross‑cultural) assistance.

III. Some of the Unreached people groups in or bordering (your country)

A. Can use "Operation World" book

B. Examples of what you will find in this book (these examples are all people groups in or around Russia--find your country & substitute its people groups and the groups in countries around your country)

1. Unreached people groups of Russia:

a) Siberian Eskimo:

b) 5 different tribes ‑ ranging across northern Siberia

c) None are "Christian"

d) No missionaries currently working among them

e) 100 percent of Bible translated into Eskimo language

f) No churches

g) Primarily Animism/Shamanism

h) World missions studies indicate that there are very limited chances for reaching this people group unless done by Russian missionaries.

i) Prayer:

(1) Spiritual warfare against the strongholds of Shamanism (form of witchcraft)

(2) Pray for leadership of Eskimo people to receive Jesus.

(3) Pray for laborers to go and share the gospel.

(4) Pray for their hearts to be open to receive the gospel

2. The Turkmen ‑ people of Turkmenistan:

a) On Caspian Sea (south of Uzbekistan)

b) No known Christians ‑ Population greater than 2 million

c) Turkmen found in Iran, Pakistan, Afghanistan, & Turkey also

d) No missionaries currently working among them

e) No churches

f) New Testament now published in their language

g) Primarily "Muslim" ‑ but not in pure form

(1) mainly traditional Shamanism (occult, magic, charms, curses, etc.)

h) Prayer:

(1) Spiritual warfare against the "religious" strongholds of Shamanism, Islam and occult & witchcraft.

(2) Pray for leadership

(3) Pray for laborers

(4) Pray for blindness to be removed so they can see the truth of God's love.

3. The Kazakh People:

a) Primarily in Kazakhstan, Western China

b) also found in Uzbekistan, Tadjikstan, Russia, Mongolia, Turkey, Iran & Afghanistan

c) 1992  ‑ estimated 2000 ‑ 3000 Christians

(1) primarily from the efforts of the Korean church

d) total population approx. 8.5 million

e) 12 to 15 missionaries

f) No churches, no native pastors (early 1993 ‑ rumored Korean Church in Alma‑Ata)

g) Portions of New Testament translated

h) Consider themselves to be "Muslim" ‑ in name only

i) very open to gospel of Christianity

j) Prayer:

(1) Pray for laborers into the field of harvest ‑ the open door exists ‑ need people to go!

(2) Pray for hearts to be open to receive Jesus

(3) Pray for strongholds of Islam & traditionalism to come down

4. Other "unreached" people groups in this area:

a) Kirghiz (Kirghizstan)

b) Azerbaijanis

c) Crimean Tartars

d) Kurds

e) Buriat people

f) Uzbeks

g) Gypsies, etc.

h) Armenian

C. Your world view has developed over years.

D. Salvation changes a person's world view.  No longer looking at the world from human perspectives, but seeing from God's world view.

1. Biblical examples:

b) Jonah

c) Solomon

E. What is your world view?

1. How do you see (your country natives)?  Are they valuable?

Lesson 6.

I. The 10/40 Window and Unreached People Groups

A. In his book, The Challenge of Missions, Oswald J. Smith, stated, "Why should anyone hear the Gospel twice before everyone has heard it once?"

B. What has been accomplished?

1. 3,500 new churches open worldwide every week

2. 70,000 new people come to Christ worldwide every day

3. 28,000 become believers in China every day.  In 1950 when country was closed to foreign missionaries, there were 1 million believers.  Today, conservative estimates say there are over 60 million!

4. 20,000 become believers in Africa every day.  In 1900 the population was 3% Christian ‑ Today it is 40%.

5. In Indonesia ‑ the largest Muslim country in the world ‑ the percentage of Christians is so high that the government will not publish it.  It is probably near 25%.

6. In 1900 Korea had no Protestant church ‑ today it is 30% Christian with 7,000 churches in Seoul alone(one for every 1285 persons).

7. After 70 years of oppression ‑ Soviet Union Christians number about 100 million 

a) five times the number in the Communist Party at the height of its popularity 

b) and 36% of the population.

8. The government of Papua New Guinea mandated Bible teaching in every school.

9. More Muslims in Iran have come to Christ since 1980 than in the previous 1000 years combined.  Now more than 15,000 believers amidst intensified persecution.

C. Challenge ‑ 

1. Matthew 28:19 - "Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost."

a) "Nations" ‑ No matter where they go they are still the same Race, tribe, people 

(1) "of the same habit"

(2) language, custom, traditions, etc.

(3) NOT defined by geographical boundaries political ideology

II. UNREACHED PEOPLE GROUPS ‑

A. Have not heard

1. has not been proclaimed to them in an understandable way

2. no one has told them

3. Romans 10:14  "How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher?"

4. may be a "hard" place so no one has gone there (Gen 18:14)

B. Have heard, but have not responded

1. Romans 10:9‑10 - not only have to hear, must act on what has been heard

C. The people group does not have a church:

1. self‑supporting : not requiring outside missionary support & guidance (perhaps they are only in‑training at this time)

2. one that has stabilized and is beginning to reach out to those around them:

3. doing the work of the ministry ‑ share the gospel, feed the poor, support missionaries, etc.

D. The people group does not have the Word of God translated into their Mother tongue.

E. Word of God may be translated but is not readily available

III. There are 11,000 unreached people groups left in 5 Major Blocks (Megaspheres):

A. The Great Imbalance:

1. 3.0 billion people are reached ‑ 58%

2. 2 billion people are unreached ‑ 42%

3. 13,000 people groups are reached ‑ 54 %

4. 11,000 people groups are unreached ‑ 46%

5. 135,000 personnel among reached ‑ 90%

6. 15,000 personnel among unreached ‑ 10%

B. The 5 Megaspheres:

1. Tribal

a) Bible translation is the greatest need

b) Greatest diversity found here of the 5 megaspheres

c) Wycliffe is doing a great job here!

d) They don't have a well‑developed religion

2. Muslims

a) Fewest missionaries in this sphere

(1) more missionaries in Alaska than Muslim World

b) Arab‑Muslims have more missionaries to the West than Christians have in the Arab World.  World‑wide they are spending millions on building mosques and printing the Koran.

(1) great need to get the Bible out.

c) They have the concept of the One, true God.

d) Large numbers are coming to Lord in Indonesia, largely due to sign and wonders!

3. Hindus

a) No concept of One, true God

b) 1/4th of the middle class would come to Christ if there were churches within their caste. (need to respect their castes)

4. Chinese

a) wives of deported pastors have carried on the work

b) 50,000 house churches in China

c) 4,000 Chinese churches world‑wide

5. Buddhist

a) Least number of Christians

b) Some success but in pockets

IV. 10/40 Window Facts:

A. 62 countries

B. 3.1 billion population

C. 82% of the world's poorest countries are in the Window

D. Three religious blocks ‑ Islam, Hinduism & Buddhism 

E. 55 of the world's least evangelized countries are in the Window

F. 84% of the people with the lowest quality of life are in the Window

G. Islam is mostly here

H. 99 % of the world's least evangelized poorest people

I. 2/3rd's of the world population but 1/2 of the land mass

J. 8% of the world's mission force reside within the window! (180,000 times 8% = 14,400 missionaries in Window)

K. Central Headquarters of virtually all major non‑Christian Religious systems Buddhism, Communism, Confuciaism, Hinduism, Islam, Shintoism, Taoism - only the corporate offices of "Materialism" lie outside this Window. - Genesis 2:8‑14

4. Types of intercession you will experience.

a) Mercy for the lost to be spared from judgment - John 5: 24‑30

b) Bondages to be released - Hebrews 2: 10‑16

c) Weeping for their souls. - Ecc 3:4, Romans 12:15

d) War in the heavenlies. - Jer. 51:20‑23, II Cor. 10:1‑6

5. What do you pray for most?

a) World vision takes you from prayer of petition for your needs into intercession for others.

b) As you intercede for others, God meets your needs also.(Mt 9:35-38, Lk 10:2)

C. If you are not called to go to another part of the world, you can still respond to the call of missions.

1. God wants willing hearts.

a) a friend resisted God's call to missions.  When he finally agreed, God placed him in a job to prepare missionaries.  God did not want him to "GO", He wanted him to be willing.

2. God may ask you to adopt a group or region in prayer.

3. God may ask you to support a missionary.

a) Support with more than money

b) Pray and write to them (Prov 25:25)

A. God's Missionary heart.

1. Genesis 3:15  I will put enmity between you and the woman.  ‑ 1st place missions is mentioned.

2. Genesis 11:
Tower of Babel ‑  God establishes people groups.--Reasons:

a) vs. 1‑4
